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Frequently Asked Questions 

Who is eligible? 

• Any naturally born female of Liberian decent (regardless of her place of birth). 

• Between the ages of 17 to 26 by pageant date. (Must be at least a senior in High School). 

• Single (never been married, not presently pregnant, and never having had a child). 
 
How do I enter? 

• In order to participate in the Miss Liberia in the US Pageant® you must contact your local 
state director. For more info on state director visit www.missliberia.org.  

 
I don’t have any pageant experience. Can I still compete? 

• Yes. Most Contestants have not competed in pageants prior to their state pageants. All 

contestants of the Miss Liberia in the U.S. Pageant will be given walk, stance, and mic training 

as well as interview etiquette training. 

 

What are the competition segments? 

• The Pageant includes a Preliminary interview, African Wear, Swim Wear, Talent Competition, 

Evening Wear, and Final Interview.  

 
What color is the swimwear? 
The swimwear color is white. 
 

What does Miss Liberia in the U.S. do after she is selected? 

• After Miss Liberia in the U.S. is selected she represents Liberians in the U.S. as a national 

spokesperson and advocate. Miss Liberia in the U.S. also travels to different states, addressing 

diverse audiences, increasing awareness and promoting her chosen platform. 

 

Is there an entry fee? 

• Yes, there is an Entry fee of $400.00. 
 

What are the Pageant Deadlines? 
All deadlines are strictly enforced. 

• June 30th, of the Pageant year.  
o All required paperwork must be received.   

• June 30th, of the Pageant year.  
o Program Book ads must be received (optional).    

• June 30th , of the Pageant year   
o Entry fees must be paid in full. No exceptions under. 
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• Late Penalty will apply.   
 

May I seek a sponsor? 

• You may seek sponsors or you may pay the entry fee yourself.

Is a payment plan available? 
Yes.  Delegates may pay the fee in full or may select a payment plan.  A $150 deposit is required to 
initiate a payment plan. Payments of any amount must be made at least every 30 days until the total fee 
is received.   
 
If I am unable to compete, will I be issued a refund or a credit? 
No.  Due to extremely high Pageant preparation costs, we are unable to return any payments.  Please 
make sure you are able to participate in the pageant before sending any funds.   
 
Am I required to sell ads for the program book? 
No.  Program book ad sales are completely optional. Many States do sell at least one page of ads, as 
the program book is a keepsake.  But ad sales are not required and have no bearing on the outcome of 
the pageant. 
 
What kind of prizes can I win? 
Prizes are constantly being added as new sponsors come on board.  Check the Prizes and Awards page 
online @ www.missliberia.org.   
 
Do all States receive a sash? 
Yes. Each contestant will receive the official Miss Liberia in the US sash with her State name printed 
on it.
