Interview segment. You may wear black pants or skirt and a black top. You are not required to wear a suit.
This segment will take place before the pageant. The judges will ask questions based on the contestant’s bio.
It will simulate a 2 minute Press Conference. To prepare for this segment, please memorize the following:

The
color of the swimsuit is stated in the 1 " # $ _section. All contestants are asked to
conform to this dress code for swimwear in order for the judges to easily judge each contestant based on
one color. Contestants are not allowed to use props during this segment. Contestants may only wear
swimsuits, heels and jewelry. Wraps will be provided by the Miss Liberia in the US pageant coordinators and
will be required to be worn in this segment. It is advised that contestants purchase and bring body glue to
ensure that their swimsuits stay in place during performance. Body glue (AKA swimsuit glue) is an adhesive
that keeps swimsuit bottoms from riding up.

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choreographed piece during the pageant. In order to participate in this segment contestant must attend all
mandated rehearsals, or be able to well perform the piece before the show.

All contestants are responsible for the required wardrobe for each segment. Each contestant is only allowed
one assistant at a time backstage to avoid overcrowding. The Liberian United Women in Progress (LUWIP)
is not responsible for the contestants' personal belongings.

One photo should be a
crowned head shot of the contestant, the second should be a professional full-bodied shot, and the third
should be of the contestant in African Attire (not what she will be wearing at the pageant). These
photographs will be used in the pageant souvenir program, so please send photos that show you at your
best.

6 2 Contestants are required to participate in all rehearsals (times and
dates are stated in contestant itinerary). Only Contestants that attend all mandated rehearsals, or able to well
perform the piece before the show will be allowed to participate in the Contestants Performance.
Contestants must walk the same stage strips as all other contestants; and must be taught continuous smiles,
stance, and walk.

Contestants will not be permitted to drink alcoholic beverages, smoke, or use foul language at any time
during the pageant week. Contestant should look presentable at all times.

LUWIP BEARS NO RESPONSIBILITY FOR THE DECISIONS OF THE JUDGES.

Judges will be seated at the front and center facing the stage in order to accurately judge the contestants.
Judges must be present from the beginning of the program to the end. Judges may not discuss contestants
during the show or speak with any member of the audience. Only the Tally Judge will tally scores, which
will then be proofed by an Assistant Tally Judge, and presented to the MC at the approached times.

All the Contestants will compete in five areas of the competition: Preliminary Interview, African Wear,
Swim Wear, Talent, and Evening Wear. Each area counts as a percentage of the total score. Each
contestant is judged immediately after each event by the panel of judges. There will be an elimination
process! All contestants will be judged up to the Evening wear segment. Scores will be tallied after that
segment and the 5 contestants with the highest scores will advance to the Final Interview Segment. Only
those 5 finalists will remain on stage while the others exit the stage to the back. The finalists will then be
asked 2 individual questions.
